Since its inception in 2007, AYTA has been recognized as a premiere theatre camp occurring each summer at the historic Arcadia Theater in Windber, Pennsylvania. It is sponsored by the generous patronage of local businesses.


 The camp offers the youth of the area an affordable, educational two-week program in the theatre arts.  It is a venue for artistic achievement and creative expression. The camp culminates in a performance of a theatrical show.  Each summer the camp accepts applicants from students ages 6-18 who would like to participate in a series of workshops, lessons and rehearsals taught by accredited professionals.
